In her hometown of East St. Louis, lllinois, Jackie realized her vision in 2000 when she
proudly opened the Jackie Joyner-Kersee Center, which provides services to thousands of
families and youth in the metropolitan St. Louis area. The Center offers a variety of
educational and recreational activities for youth and adults including: after-school tutoring,
youth sports leagues, nutrition and health education, fitness and meals for seniors, as well
as other important community-related programs. She has also authored two books: “A
Woman'’s Place is Everywhere” and her autobiography, “A Kind of Grace.”
